Thomas Henderson, Chief Executive Officer of Warm Springs Ventures announced today that the Confederated Tribes have retained the services of the Mitchell Nelson Group, Inc. of Portland Oregon to conduct and review the potential for a new industrial park and master plan development within the Warm Springs Reservation. 

The Tribes seek to encourage long-term economic growth to meet the income, employment and business needs of the community by means of a master plan and development strategy.  In preparing this document, Mitchell Nelson will work with a broad range of officials and staff representing the Tribes as well as the state and federal agencies.  By defining specific projects, the master plan will address both short and long-term objectives while respecting economic, cultural, environmental, and spiritual values.

The Mitchell Nelson Group is widely-known for its award winning plans in the 1980’s and 90’s including Cornell Oaks Corporate Center, Tansabourne, and Amberglen, all large campus developments in Portland’s high-tech suburbs.  Recently, community and economic development planning has included the Oregon cities of Klamath Falls, Oakridge, and Medford; the Ports of Astoria, Chelan County, WA, Sunnyside, WA, and Hood River, OR.
In addition The Mitchell Nelson Group has received over 30 awards and has been recognized by the National Association of Industrial Office Parks (NAIOP) with the awards of “Best Master Plan” for the years of 1987, 1988, 1992 & 1996.
Warm Springs Ventures was created by the Confederated Tribes in 2001 to further enhance and develop new potential business opportunities for the Warm Springs Reservation. Part of that enhancement, is exploring and initiating a master plan suited for the potential anticipated growth of new enterprises located on the Warm Springs Reservation. When completed in late summer of 2002, the master plan will have examined the potential for a variety of industrial and business activities on sites located in the community adjacent to US Highway 26, and on larger parcels preferred by companies seeking room to expand.  Construction of initial phases is expected within two years.  An inventory of planned sites will be available for years to come.
